
CLASSES –  RULES OF BEHAVIOR FOR STUDENTS

Classes are held in the form of lectures, seminars and exercises. The estimated duration of the course is three weeks. All students should be present at the lectures and the seminars. During the exercises students are divided into 6 training groups (13 different locations for exercises).

Attending lectures, seminars and exercises is mandatory, and any absence will be recorded!

The seminars are designed so that the student deals with a particular topic (see Seminars), most often in the form of PowerPoint presentations. The teacher evaluates student presentations with the grades of 1 to 5. Any absence from the seminar must be compensated with the respective teacher in the form of a colloquium. Without this, it is not possible to access the exam.

Exercise attendance is mandatory. A student who misses more than 10 hours of exercises will not be able to access the exam without additional colloquium. Besides, a student must bring a valid report (medical certificate) for these "allowed" 10 hours of absence. During the exercise the teacher shows and monitors the active participation of students in exercises. The year’s representative will be notified every day by e-mail on the names of the teachers - the exercises leaders. In the case of possible problems, the representative will contact the Head or the Secretary of the Department.

IMPORTANT! Students are kindly asked to have an understanding and to be flexible. The medical  job at the Clinic could be demanding and busy. Sometimes there is a delay in the beginning of a surgery, also there is the occurrence of emergency situations, justified occupancy of teachers – exercises leaders, etc., So, it is possible that the schedule of exercises in some cases will not be in the minute identical to predetermined terms.

ALSO, IT IS VERY IMPORTANT to behave appropriately in a operating room and in an ambulance;  it is necessary to listen to a teacher, not to create unnecessary noise, and to preserve the dignity of each individual patient.

The use of cell phones during lectures, seminars and exercises is strictly prohibited!
