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1. OBJECTIVES 

Cancer is one of mankind’s severest diseases, causing a death rate of 25% in 

developed countries. Due to advances in cancer screening, diagnoses and treatment, 

future doctors will face an increasing number of cancer patients and survivors. The 

aim of this course is to cover fundamental understanding of cancer biology, 

epidemiology, diagnostics, basic knowledge in systemic oncologic therapy and 

radiotherapy cancer, as well as outlines of role of family doctor and palliative care. 

Recognizing of oncologic emergencies as well as side-effects of oncologic 

treatment will be stressed out. In addition, students should become familiar clinical 

decision making based on interdisciplinary team communication and application of 

treatment concepts/algorithms in a multidisciplinary setting. 

 

2. COURSE DESCRIPTION 

The course of Clinical oncology is delivered through lectures (8h), seminars (16h) and 

clinical practical (26h), in total 50h.  

Lectures and seminars will be held in University Hospital of Split, location Firule and 

clinical practicals will be held in Department of oncology and radiotherapy (Firule).

Students should prepare themselves in advance for active participation in seminars 

and practical.

Requirements for taking the final exam are orderly attendance to all teaching 

activities during the course of Clinical oncology.
